Trace your first line: start at the top left side and go down. Trace your second line: start at
the top left side and go right. Trace your third line: start at the top right side and go down.

And finally, trace your fourth line: start at the bottom right (where your third line stopped)
and go left.
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Wow! You did it Now let's trace our squares with black lines and no numbers!
